4.3. The decision on diploma recognition is taken by
the Academic Council on a proposal from the
CARHEAFU.

5.1. If the applicant applies for distance learning
programmes, there is no need for visa D issuance.
After the decision on diploma recognition is taken,
the applicant is accepted into preferred programme
at the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics.
