1. Presentation of the candidate for participation in the competition, the
scientific specialty and the department for which the competition is
announced.

The competition is for the academic position of “Professor” for the needs of
the the Department of International Economic Relations at the D. A. Tsenov Academy
of Economics, according to an announcement in the “State Gazette”, no. 92 of
3.11.2023, by field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences,
professional direction 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty “World Economy and
International Economic Relations”.

The only candidate in the competition is Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva, a
lecturer at the Department of International Economic Relations at the D. A. Tsenov
Academy of Economics in the academic position of “Associate Professor”.

2. Basis for writing the review

The review was prepared based on the Decision of the Faculty Council of the
Faculty of Management and Marketing at the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics,
protocol No. 4/20.12.2023, Order No. 1206 of 21.12.2023 of the Rector of the D. A.
Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov regarding the members of the scientific
jury and the decision from the first meeting of the scientific jury, held on 16.01.2024.



The basis for writing the review is as defined in Art. 5, para. 1-4, Art. 134,
para. 1 and 2 and Art. 135, para. 1 and 2 of the Regulations on the Development of the
Academic Staff (RDAS) in the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov.

3. Personal characteristics of the candidate

Galina Boyanova Zaharieva was born in 1970 in Vidin. She completed her
secondary education at the Vocational School of Economics, Dimovo, in 1989, after
which she started her study at the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics. In 1994, she
graduated with a degree in “Marketing and Planning”, and in 1997 with a degree in
“Finance”. In 1994, she joined the Department of International Economic Relations at
the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics as an Assistant, where her academic career
development also took place. In 1998, she became a Senior Assistant, and in 2001 —a
Head Assistant. Galina Zaharieva studied for a doctorate in the period 1998-2001 in
an independent form, and in 2002 she obtained the scientific degree “Doctor of
Economics™ in Scientific specialty 05.02.10 “World Economy and International
Economic Relations” (Diploma for Educational and Scientific degree No.
26406/04.01.2002, issued by the Higher Attestation Commission under the Council of
Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria). Since 2007, when she obtained her habilitation
in the same scientific specialty (Certificate No. 21012/31.12.2007, Higher Attestation
Commission under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria), until today
she holds the academic position of “Associate Professor”. Along with her teaching
activities, she is also involved in a number of administrative duties. From 2001 to
2015, she performed the functions of the Secretary for Educational and
Methodological Support and Accreditation of the master’s program "International
Business and Management" at the Department of International Economic Relations,
which she currently oversees. From 2011 to 2015, she was Scientific Secretary of the
Department of International Economic Relations, and from 2015 to 2020 — Head of
the Department. In the period 2007-2011 she was Member of the Faculty Certification
Commission at the Faculty of Management and Marketing at the D. A. Tsenov
Academy of Economics and in the period 2016-2020 — its Faculty Secretary. In the
period 2008-2010, she was the Director of the “Center for International Cooperation
and Projects”. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva is a member of the
editorial board of the scientific edition for monographic studies of the “Business
World” Library. She speaks English, German and Russian.

According to the attached reference 93.00-84/04.12.2023, it is evident that
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva reports cumulative workload for the last 5 (five)
academic years that exceeds the planned amount in the higher education
institution. Specifically, during the academic years 2021/2022 and 2022/2023, the
excess is over 50%.



In the NACID register for academic positions and dissertations, Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva (htips://ras.nacid.bg/dissertation-preview/2825) has
115 publications registered to date.

I assess the submitted documents of the candidate for the competition as fully
compliant with the requirements. They provide comprehensive information about the
candidate’s development as a lecturer and researcher. The publications with which the
candidate defended her doctoral dissertation and acquired the academic position of
“Associate Professor” are described in detail. Importantly, they do not overlap with
those presented for evaluation in the competition for the academic position of
“Professor”.

The teaching activity and academic profile of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina
Boyanova Zaharieva fully corresponds to the competition in terms of the
scientific specialty and academic position.

4. Quantitative and qualitative evaluation (analysis) according to the
criteria and indicators for the academic work and compliance with the
requirements.

The candidate submits for the review competition 7_(seven) academic
textbooks (Indicators E20.1-E20.7), including: 3 (three) independent academic
textbooks, forming 108.39 points and in a total volume of 442 publisher pages. With
this she meets the requirements set in Art. 129, para. 1, point 6.1. of the Regulation
for the Development of the Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy of
Economics, which states that the candidate must have published at least 2 (two)
independent academic textbooks or declare participation in no fewer than 4 (four)

academic textbooks as a co-author.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva declares and provides evidence
of developed and taught lecture courses that fully cover and exceed the
requirements of Art. 129, para. 1, item 6.2 of the Regulations for the Development
of the Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov
regarding the number of developed lecture courses.

In accordance with the requirements under Art. 129, para. 2, item 5 of the
Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy
of Economics, the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva has submitted a
reference (No. 93.00-82/27.11.2023) for supervision of 4 (four) successfully
defended doctoral students, of whom she was a scientific advisor. One of the
doctoral students is a foreign citizen. All doctoral candidates are duly registered in the
NACID register.

According to the additional indicators under Art. 137, para. 2 of the
Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy



of Economics — Svishtov, the candidate for the competition reports in the field of
educational activity:

First. Teaching in the specialty of a foreign language in 3 (three) academic
disciplines (in English): Export and Import management (since 2021); International
Business Operations (since 2021); International Human Resource Management.

Second. Published 6 (six) courses in an online learning environment for
students.

Third. Working with students and doctoral students, including collaborative
work with students and doctoral students in 7 (seven) research and creative projects.

Fourth. Two of the four of the successfully supervised and defended
doctoral students, have been appointed to teaching positions in a higher school.

Fifth. Delivering lectures at two foreign universities as part of mobility under
the Erasmus+ Programme.

5. Quantitative and qualitative evaluation (analysis) according to the
criteria and indicators for the research activity and compliance with the
requirements.

Based on information from the Report on the implementation of the national
minimum scientometric requirements under Art. 26, para. 2 and 3, Art. 2 of ADAS in
scientific field 3. “Social, economic and legal sciences”, as well as the additional
requirements stated in art. 129 (2), item 1 of the RDAS in the D. A. Tsenov Academy
of Economics — Svishtov, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva reports a total
of 2307.49 points in the competition at the minimum required 550 points.

According to Art. 131, para. 2, item 24 of the Regulations for the Development
of the Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov, Assoc.
Prof, Dr. Galina Zaharieva presents for review 44 publications (independent and co-
authored), including:

» 1 habilitation work — monograph (Indicator 3);

« 4 articles in Scopus/Web of Science (Indicator 6);

« 27 articles and reports, incl. 6 articles and 21 reports (Indicator 7);
+ 5 studies (Indicator 9);

7 textbooks (Indicator 20).

Out of these 44 publications, 19 are independent and 24 are in a foreign
language.

In individual groups and included indicators, the minimum required points
for the respective group are categorically fulfilled, as follows:

Group A, indicator 1: reported 50 points out of the required 50 points;

Group B, indicator 3: reported 100 points out of required 100 points
(habilitation work.



Group G, indicators 4-10: reported 239.10 points out of the required 200
points (Note. Including a double number of titles in the competition, with a minimum
of two publications in Scopus/Web of Science. The candidate participates in the
competition with the following titles: Debt management evaluation through support
vector machines: on the example of Italy and Greece (Scopus & Web of Science);
Circular Economy as a Model of Achieving Sustainable Development (Scopus &
Web of Science); Market capitalization factors of the Bulgarian pharmaceutical
sector in pandemic environment (Scopus); Interplay between CSR and the
Digitalisation of Bulgarian Financial Enterprises: HRM Approach and Pandemic
Evidence (Scopus).

Group D, indicators 11-13: reported 1270.00 points out of the required 100
points;

Group E, indicators 14-20: reported 648.39 points out of the required 100
points.

According to the additional indicators under Art. 137, para. 2 of the
Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy
of Economics — Svishtov, the candidate for the competition reports the following in
the field of scientific research activity:

First. Participation in 18 (eighteen) national and international research,
educational and/or scientific-applied projects, as follows: participation in 8 national
projects; participation in 5 international projects; leadership in 4 national projects;
leadership in 1 international project.

Second. Participation with reports in 21 (twenty one) national and
international scientific forums.

Third. Membership in the Union of Scientists — Svishtov branch.

One monographic work with the following bibliographic description was
submitted in the competition for review: Zaharieva, Galina (2021). 4 Combined
Approach to Exanining Foreign Trade in Services, Svishtov: “Tsenov” Academic
Publishing House, Business World Library, no. 144, 172 pp. ISBN 978-954-23-2120-
0 (Habilitation monograph).

The monographic work was reviewed and published by the “Business World”
Library at the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics. It is registered in NACID. The
study focuses on the problems of international trade in services and has a pronounced
empirical character. The object of research is the foreign trade flows of Bulgaria,
Romania and Croatia, and the subject - their dynamics and structure in the period
2000-2020. In a theoretical and applied plan, it examines the specifics of international
trade in services and the main factors contributing to its growth. Through a gravity



model, the influence of certain determinants on the volume of exports and imports is
investigated with the programming language R in integrated development
environment RStudio. Based on data from the balance of payments and a set of
indicators, the dynamics in the volumes and the structure of exports and imports are
analyzed and the potential for expansion of trade in services of the three countries is
assessed. It is concluded that the market size affects foreign trade positively and the
geographical distance negatively. EU membership contributes to the greatest extent to
the increase in trade of the Romanian economy, to a lesser extent to the Bulgarian
economy and almost to no extent to the Croatian economy.

I accept the publications submitted for review as authentic and in full
compliance with the highest standards of academic ethics. This statement is
supported by a Declaration of Originality signed by the applicant, in accordance with
the requirements of Art. 131, para. 1, item 17 of RDAS in the D. A. Tsenov Academy
of Economics.

Tn terms of quantity and quality, the research activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Galina Boyanova Zaharieva is entirely in line with the minimum national
requirements in field 3. "Social, economic and legal sciences", according to Art. 26,
para. 2 and 3 of ADAS and fully meets the conditions for occupying the academic
position “Professor”, defined in art. 29, para. 1 of ADAS, art. 60, para. 1 of
RIDASRBA and Art. 129, para. 2 of the Regulations for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics for occupying the
academic position of “Professor” in the scientific specialty “World economy and
international economic relations”.

6. Compliance of the contributions with the scientific requirements

Through a reference to the scientific and scientifically applied contributions in
the publications and materials submitted for review, in accordance with Art. 131. (1),
item 21 of Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff in the D. A.
Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Boyanova
Zaharieva has declared five main directions of scientific and scientifically applied
contributions. They are outlined as follows:

The first direction is in the field of international trade in services and
goods:

A complex (combined) approach is proposed for the study of international
trade in services in a structural, comparative, retrospective and prospective aspect,
using a combination of scientific methods, statistical and econometric tools and tested
on the basis of data for Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia in the time range 2000-2020.

Based on a theoretical synthesis of the characteristics of international
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operations with services, the main factors stimulating international trade in services
such as technological development, trade liberalization, investments in building
physical and digital infrastructure, growth in demand and production of goods are
derived and justified.

A theoretical justification of the applicability of the gravity model in assessing
the impact of major factors on the export and import of services has been made. A
gravity model in multiplicative form with Poisson pseudo-maximum likelihood
(PPML model) is conceptualized and applied to study trade in services. Based on data
from the countries' balance of payments and other sources of statistical data, the
foreign trade in services has been analyzed in a structural, temporal and geographical
context, both for individual EU member states and for the EU as a whole. An analysis
and assessment of the trend in the international trade in services of Bulgaria, Romania
and Croatia was conducted using position index analysis of the balance of payments
positions of the three countries and indicators of quality in the dynamics of the
balance of services. By using a set of indicators and the results of the gravity model,
the intensity of international trade in services was analyzed and the foreign trade
potential of Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia was assessed.

Through sectoral studies for Bulgaria, the contribution of various services to
the economic development of the country has been analyzed in terms of foreign trade,
created jobs and generated income. Heterogeneity between the countries has been
indentified in terms of volumes and structure of the export of goods with varying
degrees of technological complexity and quality of labor based on research on export
specialization and its relationship with the potential for the economic development of
the countries in the process of integration. The structure, components and dynamics of
the balance of payments of the Republic of Bulgaria after the EU membership until
2022 have been investigated, revealing trends to cover deficits in trade in goods
through surpluses in trade in services. Through a bilateral analysis for 2014 and 2022
at the Bulgaria’s and the EU level according to indicators of foreign trade with
Russia, trends were established in the scale of imbalance by commodity groups and
the effect of the conflict between Russia and Ukraine and the impact of the sanctions
imposed by the EU of Russia.

The second direction is in the field of digitization and current issues in
international human resources management:

Based on a nationally representative study of Bulgarian financial enterprises
(FEs), the impact of digitalization on their activities was analyzed, the policies and
practices of human resources management (HRM) were studied and summarized. The
thesis that the digital transformation in financial enterprises is a vector process, with a
systemic nature, which finds empirical evidence in HRM in an environment of an



adapting regulatory framework, pandemic challenges, investment requirements and
expectations for improved competitiveness and efficiency and corporate social
responsibility is defended. Through ordinal regression it has been found that banks
and insurers that invest significantly in digitization have had a higher level of
commitment to CSR causes during the COVID-19 pandemic. Based on theoretical
and original empirical research on management practices in different countries of
Europe, knowledge about the management of human capital in enterprises with
international activity has been derived.

The third direction is in the field of international business regulations,
entrepreneurship and sustainable development:

Regulations are systematized and classified from a substantive, hierarchical
and managerial perspective and a decomposition of the concept of regulation into
political, procedural, institutional, social and economic aspects. An expanding
chronology of regulations is verbally and graphically presented with an analytical
framework at the international level and a conceptualization for the regulatory
governance of the EU.

The connection between the achievement of sustainable development goals and
the concept of the circular economy is justified. Levels of the processes of transition
to a circular economy and business models at the micro level, as well as strategies and
tools for implementing the general principles of the circular economy have been
outlined.

The relationship between digitization, female entrepreneurship and sustainable
development is explored. The specifics of digital entrepreneurship and its role in
achieving the goals of sustainable development are examined. Based on empirical
research, the role and contribution of women's entrepreneurship, in particular digital
women's entrepreneurship in Bulgaria, to the implementation of sustainable
development goals is outlined.

The fourth direction is in the field of research on foreign debt and
international financial management:

Methods for validating econometric hypotheses in conducting comparative
financial and international research using specialized software (R, Payton, GRETL &
SPSS) in the field of external debt analysis have been improved and tested.

The impact of a set of factors affecting the market capitalization of public
companies from the Bulgarian pharmaceutical sector in the context of a pandemic is
measured using a multiple linear regression (OLS) model using the open source
software GRETL with an iterative selection of impact factors for sales, the national
statistics on COVID-19 and stock market. The impact of the pandemic globally and



nationally on financial indicators and activities of banks and insurance brokers has
been thoroughly examined.

The fifth direction is in the field of economic education under joint
educational programs with foreign universities, in distance learning form and
conceptualization of economics teaching:

The competitive characteristics of the Bulgarian regulatory framework for
conducting a distance form of education in a pandemic environment, by enriching the
technological provision of the educational process and introducing digitization
standards, are derived. Algorithms have been developed for applied ECTS-based
structuring of study documentation for a double master's degree in English between
two countries (Bulgaria and Ukraine) in the field of international financial
management. A positive experience was drawn from an Erasmus Intensive Program
as an organizational base under regulatory constraints for a double degree project in
the mutual recognition of study periods abroad. A model of interaction between
business and higher education institutions has been conceptualized to achieve a
synergistic effect.

The submitted scientific publications for the competition are of sufficient
volume, exceeding the requirements of the regulatory provisions. Their
qualitative characteristics, undeniable depth of analysis, methodological
robustness, richness of contributions and broad applicability in practice are a
attest to the presence of a prepared, motivated and scientifically developed
candidate for the competition.

7. Characterization of the candidate's academic recognition

In the reference presented by Assoc. Dr. Galina Zaharieva for the citations of
her publications (independent and co-authored) or reviews, it is evident that they
are a total of 200. Out of the total number of citations, 10 are in monographic studies,
17 are from publications in Scopus/ Web of Science on the candidate‘s four
publications submitted to the competition and referenced in Scopus/Web of Science,
and 157 are in non-refereed journals and conference proceedings. The competition
candidate reports § reviews in the Scopus-indexed journal Engineering Economics
(Print-ISSN 1392-2785), as well as 11 reviews of manuscripts to Editorial Boards of
non-refereed publications.

It can be seen from the arrays of the two indexing systems that each of the four
publications (Scopus/Web of Science) has been cited at least once. The applicant‘s
four publications in Scopus/Web of Science (G6.1-G6.4) and registered citations
determine to date in the indexing system Scopus h-index = 2, and in Web of Science,
an identical H-index = 2.



I consider the above as indisputable proof of the academic reputation of
the candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva.

8. Critical notes and recommendations

No critical notes are formulated. As a recommendation, it can be suggested to
focus on deepening efforts in scientific research and publications particularly in
assessing the impact of artificial intelligence on international economic, as well as
experimenting with the methodology of self-learning machines, where Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Galina Zaharieva already accumulates a critical mass of publications and
citations.

9. General conclusion and opinion

The analysis of the scientific publications and educational activities of the
candidate for the position, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva,
confirms that she fully meets the regulatory requirements for the academic
position of “Professor”. The scientific production, references and evidence
presented at the competition contain indisputable scientific and scientific-applied
contributions.

Based on the above I have the grounds to provide a categorical positive
evaluation and to propose with complete confidence to the members of the
respected Scientific Jury to vote for the appointment of Dr. Galina Boyanova
Zaharieva to the academic position of “Professor” in the field of higher
education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences, professional field 3.8
Economics, scientific specialty “World Economy and International Economic
Relations” as announced in the competition of the D. A. Tsenov Academy of
Economics, published in the ,,State Gazette”, no. 92 of 3.11.2023.
