1. Grounds for the opinion: Order No. 1206/21.12.2023 of the Rector of the
Economic Academy "D.A. Tsenov" according to the decision of the Faculty council of
the Faculty of "Management and Marketing", Protocol No. 1 of the Meeting of the
Scientific Jury dated 16.01.2024 and Regulations for the implementation of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff at the Economic Academy "D.A. Tsenov"
(abbreviated Rules).

2. Presentation of the candidates for participation in the competition, the
scientific specialty and the department for whose needs the competition is
announced.

The competition for the academic position "Professor" was announced by Order No.
1206/21.12.2023 of the Rector of the SA "D. A. Tsenov" and published in the State
Gazette, no. 92 of 3.11.2023 by field of higher education 3. Social, economic and
legal sciences, professional direction 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty "World
economy and international economic relations”, for the needs of the department
“International Economic Relations" of the Academy of Sciences "D . A. Tsenov. The
only candidate for participation in the competition is Associate Professor Dr. GALINA
BOYANOVA ZACHARIEVA

3. Personal characteristics of the candidates - professional biography; held a
diploma for the educational and scientific degree "Doctor", a diploma for the
scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences”, a diploma for the academic position
"associate professor".

Assoc. Prof.Dr. Galina Zaharieva is the only candidate for the announced
competition. As a graduate of SA "D.A. Tsenov", she holds a doctorate in the
scientific specialty 05.02.10 "World economy and international economic relations"
from 2017 (Certificate No. 21012/31.12.2007, Higher Attestation Commission at the
Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria ) and the accumulated professional
experience is entirely related to the Academy of Economics from 1994 until now.
Assoc. Prof. Dr. G. Zaharieva fully and consistently realized her academic career
entirely in the Economic Academy"D.A. Tsenov" and held the academic position of
"Associate Professor" for 16 years from 19.06.2007 (See Certificate No.
21012/31.12.2007, Higher Attestation Commission under the Council of Ministers of
the Republic of Bulgaria).

She has deservedly won the prestige of a university teacher and researcher with a
high professional qualities in the field of IE and global economy among the academic
collegium not only from the universities, higher education institutions and BAS in the
country, but also in the academic partnerships of the Economic Academy "D.Tsenov"
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with foreign universities and institutes . In the period September 2011 - September
2015 she is the scientific secretary of the "International Economic Relations"
department, and from September 2015 - May 2020, she is the head of the

The candidate's documents for the competition correctly reflect the participation of
Assoc.

Zaharieva is fluent in English, Russian and German. In practice, this significantly
contributes to her abilities to master creative knowledge and skills by actively using
original foreign sources and works. This also allows her to actively participate in
bachelor's and master's programs conducted in foreign languages, as well as to
make a contribution to her work on international cooperation.

4. Fulfillment of the minimum national requirements under Art. 26, para. 2 and 3
and the requirements under Art.26, para. 5 of ZRASRB - the presence of
coverage of the minimum national requirements is indicated. The candidate for the
announced competition Assoc. Prof.G. Zaharieva achieved a significantly higher
result and exceeded the minimum national requirements under Art. 26, para. 2 and 3
and the requirements under Art. 26, para. 5 of ZRASRB. The total balance of the
results reported by Assoc.Prof. G. Zaharieva for all groups of requirements from
Section | and Section Il totals 2307.49 points with a required threshold of 550 points.

2120 (Habilitation monograph) ( (Publication: B3.1 — Monographic work). The
monograph has a volume of 418 pages. The analysis made confirms the high
professional level achieved by her in the field of comparative international
economics.). The work is dedicated to the current issues of international trade in
services and is of a marked empirical nature. Object of research are the foreign trade
flows of Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia, and the subject - their dynamics and the
structure for the period 2000-2020. In a theoretical-applied plan, it examines the
specifics of international trade in services and the main factors contributing to its
growth. Conclusions are drawn regarding the assessment of the impact of market
size and geographic distance on trade. The finding is noted that EU membership
contributes to the greatest extent to the growth of Romanian trade, to a lesser extent
to Bulgarian trade and almost none to Croatian trade.

The scientific contributions of the habilitation work can be summarized in several
aspects:

1/ The habilitation work is an original author's work that contains an innovative,
complex and analytical interpretation of the systematically conducted analysis for the
study of international trade in services in a structural, comparative, retrospective and
perspective aspect .



2) Through a gravity model, based on data for Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia in the
time range 2000-2020. the influence of certain determinants on the volume of exports
and imports is investigated with the programming language R in the integrated
development environment RStudio. Based on data from the balance of payments and
a set of indicators, the dynamics in the volumes and structure of exports and imports
are analyzed and the potential for expanding trade in services of the three countries
is assessed;

3) A convincing theoretical-analytical justification of the analysis of the main factors
stimulating international trade in services such as technological development, trade
liberalization, investments in building physical and digital infrastructure, growth in
demand and production of goods has been made. In practice, with her habilitation
work, Prof. G. Zaharieva not only further develops her previous research and
analysis, but also rethinks and substantiates the new specific approaches and
methods for international economics’ analysis based on international comparative
analysis. The language is clear and precise. Sources and works of other authors
have been correctly used. The analyses, conclusions and summaries made are the
independent work of Assoc. Prof.G. Zaharieva.

It is essential to delineate the main directions in the candidate's research activity in
the current competition. The scientific works of Assoc. Prof. G. Zaharieva, submitted
for participation in the current competition, include in a certain chronology the
following main areas in which her research work has been concentrated in the last
years after occupying the position of "associate professor".

First of all, an important direction in the scientific research of Associate Professor G.
Zaharieva is the international economy’q trends of development, foreign trade and
international economic relations and the essential changes that determine the
changes in regulation and its functioning in recent decades. The most significant
contribution to this issue is the presented analysis of the management of foreign
trade in services in her habilitation monograph, which makes scientific contributions
to the Bulgarian economic literature on specific methodological, analytical-applied
and evaluative-systemic approaches to the analysis. On this issue, the author has
made scientific contributions in a number of her publications, dedicated to current
topics, the development of foreign trade, with goods and services, the state of the
balance of payments, the regulation of foreign economic exchange, European
integration and human resources management, etc.

Secondly, Assoc. Prof. G. Zaharieva's research focuses on the comparative analysis
of the management of international economic relations in the conditions of
globalization and deglobalization. It is positive that a significant part of her research
in recent years has been devoted to economic transformation in relation to the
transition to digitalization and economic sustainability.

Thirdly, a research direction is the study of the role of integration in the EU.
Publications devoted to an in-depth comparative analysis of European integration
and the mechanisms and tools of EU regulatory policies, as well as global regulation,
make a scientific contribution. Associate Professor G. Zaharieva consistently and
thoroughly works on a wide range of problems of global economic transformation,
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which is of current interest due to the crisis and expected changes in global
regulation. She actively participates in the implementation of national and
international projects and engages as a project manager, as well as with
organizational and program committees of conferences to promote science and
education with the support of EU funds. She is highly motivated and committed to
working in teams with her colleagues on projects under development as well as in
research. These are indisputable qualities for a university professor who can motivate
students both with her own research and by involving researchers in team
developments.

The analysis of the research and publications of Associate Professor Dr. G.
Zaharieva allow us to draw the conclusion that the characteristic merits of her work
are scientific consistency, in-depth analysis and her creative dedication to the study
of modern trends in the development of International Economics, the foreign
economic exchange of goods and services and the role of European integration. The
analysis of the publications reveals specific scientific contributions of the candidate in
several main areas of research and assessment of the issues in which she
specializes, including with an up-to-date focus on the wide range of problems of the
international economy and trade, international regulation and the integration of
Bulgaria into the EU.

Assoc. Dr. G. Zaharieva has grouped her scientific contributions into 5 thematic
groups, including as the 5th group are also contributions in relation to organizational
and methodical aspects of training and teaching-teaching activities. In each of the
main 4 thematic areas, qualitative scientific results are presented, which prove their
added value as publications. In its current form, the Report on Contributions faithfully
reflects the substantive scope of Assoc. Prof. G. Zaharieva's scientific contributions
to the issues of the announced competition.

In a certain sense, my ranking of the thematic areas of Assoc. G. Zaharieva's
scientific contributions would differ from her choice by putting regulations in a more
prominent position the contributions of her works in the field of research of
international trade and balance of payments, external debt and international.

But in general, | accept that in her self-evaluation Dr..G. Zaharieva has given priority
to the issues that are the subject of analysis in her most current research. They are
presented in her habilitation work, as well as in articles and studies on other current
issues such as digitalization and international human resource management and
international business regulations and sustainable development.

In conclusion, it can be summarized that the scientific contributions of Assoc. Prof. G.
Zaharieva's research areresult of her own creative work. Her publications on the
problems of foreign trade in goods and services and the balance of payments, as well
as the challenges facing Bulgaria for EU integration, deserve special interest from the
point of view of the study of the Bulgarian economy.
