5. Quantitative and qualitative assessment of the candidate's educational

and teaching work

It is clear from the submitted reference for the candidate's academic employment (entry
number 93.00-84/04.12.2023) that it fulfills the established norms, and for the academic years

She has developed and teaches 7 lecture courses in the Master's
programs at the International Economic Relations Department: International Economic
Comparisons, Introduction to International Economic Relations, Foreign Trade Operations,
International Business Operations, Project Teams and European Business Regulations. In parallel
with this, the candidate has developed and teaches lecture courses in English as follows - 4 in the
bachelor's degree - Export and Import management (from 2021), International business operations
(from 2021), International human resource management for the specialty "INTERNATIONAL
BUSINESS" and "INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS" in front of Erasmus students. In addition,
two of the courses in the master's program "MANAGEMENT OF INTERNATIONAL
PROJECTS" - International Business Operations and Project Teams are taught in Bulgarian and
in English. The declared developed and taught lecture courses fully cover and exceed the
requirements of Art. 129, paragraph 1, item 6.2 regarding the number of developed lecture
courses.

6. Quantitative and qualitative assessment of the candidate's research
and research activities

Quantitative assessment of the candidate's research activity

According to the announced competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva submitted for
review:



- monographic works — 1 pc.;
- studios — 5 pcs. (4 in co-authorship);
- articles — 6 pes. (5 in co-authorship);
- scientific reports — 21 nos. (8 in co-authorship);
- independent textbooks — 3 pcs.;
- co-authored textbooks - 4 pcs.
- scientific publications in publications, referenced or indexed in the world databases Scopus
and/or Web of Science - 4 pcs. co-authored.

The total number of scientific publications submitted for review is 36, of which 22 are in
a foreign language. Of the publications submitted for review, 14 are independent. According to
the attached references, all the publications presented are different from the publications for
participation in the competition for associate professor and for the acquisition of the scientific and
educational degree "doctor".

Qualitative assessment of the candidate's research activity

The publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva have not been proven plagiarism
according to the law (signed Declaration of originality, in accordance with the requirements of
Article 131 (1), item 17 of the Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff at the "D.
A. Tsenov" Academy of Economics — Svishtov.

The candidate's research is in five main areas: foreign trade in services and goods;
international human resource management; international financial management, international
entrepreneurship and sustainable development and business regulations. Part of the
developments are directly related to the teaching work of Assoc. Prof. Zaharieva - the
conceptualization of economics teaching and organizational and methodological aspects of
economic education in joint educational programs with foreign universities, in the distance form.

The first direction covers publications B3.1, G7.1,G7.2,G7.3,G74,G7.6,G7.7,G 7.9,
G7.11,G7.12,G7.13,G7.18,G7.24, G 7.25,G 9.3, G 9. In the first direction, the independent
monograph Combined approach to the study of foreign trade in services undoubtedly has the
greatest weight, Svishtov: Academic publishing house "Tsenov" Svishtov, collection Business World
Library, no. 144, 172 pp. ISBN 978-954-23-2120-0. In it, on the basis of a theoretical summary
of the features of international operations with services, the main factors stimulating international
trade in services such as technological development, trade liberalization, investments in building
physical and digital infrastructure, growth in demand and production of goods. (Publication: B3.1
— Monographic work, chapter 1). In the second chapter, by means of the PPML model, the
influence of the size of the economy (represented by GDP), the distance between the countries,
the presence of a common border, the speaking of a common language, the membership in the
EU and the presence of colonial ties on the export and import of services of Bulgaria was
evaluated. Romania and Croatia. ased on data from the countries' balance of payments and other
sources of static data, the foreign trade in services has been analyzed in a structural, temporal and
geographical context, both for individual EU member states and for the EU as a whole. By means
of a market share competitiveness matrix, the international competitiveness of trade in services
of the EU countries was analyzed (Publication: B3.1 - Monographic work, chapter 3). The fourth
chapter analyzes and evaluates the trend in the international trade in services of Bulgaria, Romania
and Croatia with the help of an index analysis of positions on the balance of payments of the three
countries, as well as with indicators of quality in the dynamics of the balance of services. By using
a set of indicators and the results of the gravity model, in the fifth chapter, the intensity of
international trade in services was analyzed and an assessment was made of the foreign trade
potential of Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia.



In this direction, through sectoral studies for Bulgaria, the contribution of various services
to the economic development of the country is analyzed through the prism of foreign trade, the
jobs created and the income generated (Publications: D7.12, D7.13). The structure, components
and dynamics of the balance of payments of the Republic of Bulgaria after the EU membership
until 2022 are investigated, with the derivation of tendencies to cover deficits in trade in goods
through surpluses in trade in services (Publications: G7.25, G9.3.)

Current problems in the international management of human resources and digitization are
covered in publications: G6.4, G 7.21, G 7.22, G 7.23, G 9.5, G 7.14, G 7.15, G 7.19, G 7.10 .
Based on a nationally representative study of Bulgarian financial enterprises (FIs), the influence
of digitalization on their activities was analyzed, the policies and practices of human resources
management (HRM) were studied and summarized. A specific perspective is the study of the
influence of digitization in the management of the FP and the management of human resources
on management decisions related to corporate social responsibility activities.

International financial management and external debt are the subject of research in
publications G6.1, G6.3, G7.16 and G9.3. They have tested methods for validating econometric
hypotheses in conducting comparative financial and international research using specialized
software (R, Payton, GRETL & SPSS) and a multifactor model in the Payton environment by
applying Support Vector Machines (SVM) and Support Vector Regression (SVR) to determine
and measure the degree and direction of impact of influencing variables on the public debt of Italy
and Greece.

Entrepreneurship, sustainable development and international business regulations are
presented in publications G6.2, G7.26, G7.27, E20.1. they attempt to link the achievement of
sustainable development goals with the concept of the circular economy. Deriving levels of the
processes of transition to a circular economy and business models at the micro level, as well as
strategies and tools for implementing the general principles of the circular economy. The
relationship between digitalization, female entrepreneurship and sustainable development is
explored. The specifics of digital entrepreneurship and its role in achieving the goals of
sustainable development have been examined.

In the field of the conceptualization of economics teaching and economic training in joint
educational programs with foreign universities, in the distance form there are publications G7.17,
G7.20, G7.5. They substantiate the competitive characteristics of the Bulgarian regulatory
framework for conducting a distance form of education in a pandemic environment, by enriching
the technological provision of the educational process and introducing standards for digitization
and the Erasmus Intensive Program as an organizational base under regulatory restrictions for a
double degree project in mutual recognition of study periods abroad.

In summary, it can be confirmed that, quantitatively and qualitatively, the research
activity of Associate Professor Dr. Galina Boyanova Zaharieva is in accordance with the
minimum national requirements in area 3. ""Social, economic and legal sciences', according
to Art. 26, para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff and fully
meets the conditions for occupying the academic position "professor', according to Art. 29,
para. 1 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff, art. 60, para. 1 of the
Regulations for the development of the academic staff and art. 129, para. 2 of the
Regulations for the development of the academic staff in the ""D. A. Tsenov" Academy of
Economics to occupy the academic position of '"professor' in the scientific specialty ""World
economy and international economic relations''.

Acquaintance with the content of the scientific publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina
Zaharieva allows to point out contributing moments and original statements in the field of the



announced competition in five main directions, which fully coincide with those indicated in the
Reference for scientific and scientific-applied contributions, in accordance with the requirements
of art. 60, para. 3 of the PPZRASRB and Art. 131 of the Regulations for the development of the
academic staff in the "D. A. Tsenov" Academy of Economics:

First, on the basis of critical analysis, summaries and recommendations, the features of
international operations with services are presented, the factors for stimulating international trade
in services are substantiated, and the main trends regarding the export and import of types of
services are established. By means of sectoral studies for Bulgaria, the contribution of different
types of services to the economic development of the country has been analyzed through the lens
of foreign trade, jobs created and income generated. On this basis, contributions that can be
defined as scientific and applied in the following areas have been delineated:

V' A complex (combined) approach is proposed for the study of international trade in
services in a structural, comparative, retrospective and prospective aspect, using a
combination of scientific methods, statistical and econometric tools and tested on
the basis of data for Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia in the time range 2000 - 2020
(Publication: B3.1);

v A theoretical justification of the applicability of the gravity model in assessing the
impact of main factors on the export and import of services has been made. A
gravity model in multiplicative form with Poisson pseudo-maximum likelihood
(PPML model) is conceptualized and applied to study trade in services. By means
of a PPML model, the influence of the size of the economy (represented by GDP),
the distance between the countries, the presence of a common border, speaking a
common language, EU membership and the presence of colonial ties on the export
and import of services of Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia was estimated.
(Publication: B3.1);

v Based on data from the countries' balance of payments and other sources of static
data, the foreign trade in services was analyzed in a structural, temporal and
geographical context, both for individual EU member states and for the EU as a
whole. The main trends regarding the export and import of the types of services,
the significance of the foreign trade in services in the general for the countries, the
structural profile of the countries, as well as the impact of the crises on the traded
volumes have been established. The international competitiveness of trade in
services of the EU countries was analyzed through a market share competitiveness
matrix (Publications: B3.1, G7.9, G7.18, G9.4);

v’ Through sectoral studies for Bulgaria, the contribution of various services to the
economic development of the country is analyzed and the growing importance of
the transport and tourism sector for the development of the country is confirmed
(Publications: G7.12, G7.13)

v The opinion has been confirmed that by itself the change in specialization towards
technologically more complex products is not sufficient to accelerate economic
growth, and adequate political measures by the state are also necessary in terms of
trade partners, product mix and individual sectors of the economy. (Publications:
G7.1,G7.2,G7.3,G7.4, G7.6,G7.7, G7.11)

v' The structure, components and dynamics of the balance of payments of the
Republic of Bulgaria after EU membership until 2022 have been studied, with
trends to cover deficits in trade in goods through surpluses in trade in services.
(Publications: G7.25, G9.3)

V' A bilateral analysis was carried out for 2014 and 2022 at the level of Bulgaria and
the EU on indicators of foreign trade with Russia, with the establishment of trends
in the scale of imbalance by commodity groups and the effect of the conflict



between Russia and Ukraine and the influence of the sanctions imposed by Russia's
EU. (Publications: G7.8, G7.24)

Second, based on a nationally representative study of Bulgarian financial enterprises, the
impact of digitalization on them was analyzed and the policies and practices in the field of human
resources management were studied. The main contributions in this field are as follows:

he thesis is defended that digital transformation in financial enterprises is a vector
process, with a systemic nature, which finds empirical evidence in HRM in an
environment of an adapting regulatory framework, pandemic challenges,
investment requirements and expectations for improved competitiveness and
efficiency and corporate social responsibility (Publications: G6.4, G7.21, G7.23,
G7.27).

Using ordinal regression, it was found that banks and insurers that invest
significant funds in digitization have a higher level of commitment to CSR causes
during the pandemic the effects of COVID-19 (Publications: G9.5, G7.14, G7.135).
Knowledge about the management of human capital in enterprises with
international activity was derived (Publication: G7.10).

Third, in the field of research on external debt and international financial management,
a number of studies have been carried out and specific specialized software has been applied to
validate pre-formulated hypotheses. The main contributions in this area can be mentioned:

Measuring the influence of a set of factors influencing the market capitalization of
public companies from the Bulgarian pharmaceutical sector in the conditions of a
pandemic through a multiple linear regression (OLS) model using the open source
software GRETL with an iterative selection of impact factors for sales, the national
statistics for COVID-19 and the stock market.

Fourth, the contributions in the field of entrepreneurship, sustainable development and
international business regulations are expressed in:

Linking the achievement of sustainable development goals with the concept of the
circular economy. Summarizing the practices of different countries to deal with the
waste problem, outlining policy instruments for waste management. (Publication:
G6.2)

Research on the relationship between digitalization, female entrepreneurship and
sustainable development. Examining the specifics of digital entrepreneurship and
its role in achieving sustainable development goals. Analyzed the motivations for
starting a business by women in selected EU countries, statistically testing and
evaluating the influence of macro-environmental factors on women's decisions to
start a business. (Publications: G7.26, G7.27)

Multi-faceted study of the impact of the pandemic in a global and national aspect
on the financial indicators and the activity of banks and insurance brokers.
(Publications: G7.16, G9.3)



Fifth, in the field of the conceptualization of economics teaching and economic training
in joint educational programs with foreign universities, the following should be mentioned as
contributions:

v' Bringing out competitive characteristics of the Bulgarian regulatory framework for
conducting a distance form of education in a pandemic environment, by enriching
the technological provision of the educational process and introducing
digitalization standards (Publications: G7.17, G7.20, G7.5).

v" Applied ECTS-based structuring of study documentation for a double master's
degree in English between two countries (Bulgaria and Ukraine) in the field of
international financial management. (Publications: G7.17, G7.20, G7.5)

v Conceptualization of a model of interaction between business and hi gher education
institutions to achieve a synergistic effect. (Publications: G7.17, G7.20, G7.5)

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva registered participation as part of the team of 6 research
projects, she is the head of 2 projects at the Institute for Scientific Research (certificate
#153/27.11.2023, National Institute of Health), 2 infrastructure projects for conducting qualitative
and competitive scientific research and on 1 project for partial financing of a scientific forum.. In
addition, she declared participation in 2 national projects and programs, and in one international
project. Prof. Galina Zaharieva is the head of research project No. 2009-.1-BGI-ERA10-01890 for
an intensive program on the topic "Governing and Managing the Provision of Global Public
Goods", carried out in the period from 01.09.2009 r. until 31.08.2010 r., incl. with the
participation of partners from the Kaunas University of Technology (Kaunas, Lithuania) and the
President Stanislaw Wojciechowski Higher Vocational State School in Kalisz (Kalis, Poland).

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva has conducted a total of four short-term mobilities
under the Erasmus+ program, two of which were for the purpose of teaching at universities in
Poland and North Macedonia and two for the purpose of training at universities in Morocco and
Romania.

8. Academic renown of the candidates

In the reference submitted by the candidate for the citations of his works, it is clear that
there are a total of 197, including joint publications with other authors. Of the total number of
citations, 10 are in monographic studies, 157 - periodicals and conference proceedings. According
to the attached reference, 28 of the citations are in scientific publications, referenced and indexed
in world-renowned databases with scientific information. This is an indication that the results of
the scientific research of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Galina Zaharieva arouse interest in other colleagues
and they refer to them.

9. Critical notes and recommendations

Emphasizing the high competence of the candidate in the issues of the announced
competition, I believe that in his future research work he could make efforts to diversify and
enrich the researched topics and cover different countries and aspects of economic theory and
business practice.
